Mr. Aboubakari Moumouni Moussa (2006-07, University of Minnesota, Benin) Mr. Moussa’s project will alleviate the non-monetary poverty in the Kikiborou village by providing the village with a source of drinkable water.

Ms. Karma Doma Tshering (2006-07, University of Washington, Bhutan) Ms. Tshering’s project will disseminate information on Democracy, its principles and information regarding the democratization process.  Ms. Tshering’s project also aims to present free, unbiased, apolitical analysis on political parties, candidates and the campaign process, and provide a forum for exchange of views from all interested people on the democratic process through the use of radio programs.

The project will also identify pertinent risk factors for HIV/AIDS and STDs among men having sex with men for pay..

Dr. Aye Yu Soe (2005-06, Emory University, Burma) – Dr. Soe’s project will measure the effectiveness of intermittent presumptive treatment on malaria during pregnancy in Burma.  A randomised, controlled clinical trial on two treatment regimens of intermittent presumptive treatment will be conducted and compared with an untreated control group.

Ms. Larisa Kasumagic (2003-04, Cornell University)  conducted a series of workshops for a group of young people from different ethnic backgrounds to participate in community development and post-war healing by empowering their civic engagement in Bosnia and Herzegovina.

Ms. Monica Malta (2004-05, Johns Hopkins University) organized a training workshop for health professionals from key public health facilities in charge of HIV-positive drug users in Brazil. This base map is used as a platform for planning and reflecting the development needs and aspirations of all water users within the basin.
